Pressured and out of options, Nicole agrees — but the night spirals into violence and the
broker ends up dead. She flees the scene with a USB wallet worth over two million in crypto, and becomes
a target.
Carlos sends Diego — another former friend, and a man with his own debts — to retrieve the wallet. But
instead of turning her in, Diego decides to help her. As they recover the locked laptop and wait for the
wallet to unlock, old sparks reignite. Now hunted across Cancún, Nicole and Diego must decide if they’re
running from something — or toward a second chance. Paradise Heat is a tropical noir about trust,
survival, and what it costs to finally break free.
